Restore the MaxMinAccounting Database Backup

1. Open SQL Server Management Studio.

2. In the Object Explorer window, right-click the Databases folder and select Restore Database from the context menu. The Restore Database dialog box appears.

3. Select the Device radio button.

4. Click the ellipsis button (…) across from the From device radio button. The Select backup devices dialog box will appear.

5. Select “File” from the Backup media type dropdown list, if it is not already selected.

6. Click Add. The Locate Backup File dialog box will appear.

7. Navigate to the folder where you unzipped the MaxMinAccountingSystem Database Install and select the “MaxMinAccounting Database Backup.BAK” file.

8. Click OK to exit the Locate Backup File dialog box. 

9. Click OK to exit the Select backup devices dialog box. 

10. In the Backup sets to restore area, check the box in the Restore column for the MaxMinAccounting - Full Database Backup entry.

11. Select the Options page in the upper-left corner of the dialog box.

12. Check the “Overwrite the existing database” check box.

13. Click OK to restore the database.

14. When the database restore is complete. Click OK to exit the restore completed message. 

The MaxMinAccounting Database is now ready to be used.
